Announcement of Incardination of Rev. Rogelio J. Martinez 

On Sunday, October 24, 2021, the Most Rev. George R. Lucey admitted by 
incardination Rev. Rogelio J. Martinez as a priest in the American National Catholic 
Church. 

Fr. Rogelio is a former Roman Catholic priest from the Diocese of Las Cruces, New 
Mexico.
